Our classes begin at 4:00 each day.
The Overpark structure where we are lo-
cated, has 5 levels of parking and the first
hour is free. Each additional hour is 75 cents.
After 6 pm all parking is free. Add your free
hour and you can park all night after 5. The
entrance to the parking structure is on Oak
St. just north of 10th. In past years
we were able to park at the bank lot just
south of the studio. The new owners are
charging $2 after 5 pm.
